



Memorandum of Understanding 

between

The University of Alabama, U.S.A. and International University
The Board of Trustees of The University of Alabama through its affiliate The University of Alabama (hereinafter “The University of Alabama”) and <Insert University Name>, in the spirit of academic collaboration, and wishing to develop cooperation in the areas of education and research, hereby agree to collaborate and work together towards the internationalization of higher education on their respective campuses.

The areas of collaboration and cooperation can include any program offered at each university.  However, any specific program shall be subject to availability of funds and a mutual written agreement between the universities.  Such programs may include:

1. Academic programming such as study abroad, student hosting or exchange, research, internships, practical training, distance learning, continuing education, cooperative education, and service learning. 

2. Exchanges for research, training, teaching or professional development.
3. Collaborative research projects, workshops, or conferences. 
Both Parties understand and acknowledge that this is a general non-binding statement of intent to cooperate. Terms of each area of cooperation must be discussed and agreed upon in the form of written agreements specific to the area of cooperation. In the event the Parties or faculty desire to collaborate in any way, including but not limited to, engaging in joint research, joint development of intellectual property, or joint authorship of scholarly publications, the Parties shall enter into a separate written agreement signed by authorized officials of the Parties. For the sake of clarity, the Parties agree that no joint research, joint development of intellectual property, joint authorship of scholarly publications, or other collaborations are agreed to or sanctioned by either Party by signing this MOU. The Parties further agree that no appointment of either institutions’ faculty shall be made under this MOU without the required approvals of the faculty member’s home institution. Each subsequent written agreement shall be reviewed and agreed upon by the appropriate responsible officers of both Parties prior to the implementation of any particular program, activity, or exchange.

Both Parties recognize that freedom of expression and academic freedom are vital to education and research.  To protect such freedoms, the Parties warrant that they do not and shall not threaten the academic freedom or expressive rights of any member of their respective academic communities. Any breach of this warranty shall allow the non-breaching Party to terminate this MOU immediately upon written notification. 

This Memorandum of Understanding will be effective from the date of signature by both Parties for an initial period of three years.  Thereafter, it may be extended for an additional term at each expiration date, upon further written agreement of the Parties.  The agreement may be terminated for any reason by either Party upon 30-days written notification. If either Party, its employees, agents, associates, or the home country or other governing body of either Party becomes the subject of sanctions, embargo, debarment, or any similar regime by the home country or other governing body of the other Party, this MOU may be terminated effective immediately upon written notification. 
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
